Archaeology for the public is a set of web pages designed to share archaeological information with the 
public and to communicate the commitment of the discipline of archaeology to others who have an 
interest in the past. Live at SAAweb since August of 2006, the web pages now comprise over 200 html 
pages and 78 pdfs including downloadable brochures, fliers, and fact sheets, as well as links to 
archaeology blogs, pod casts, and streaming video. Posted materials are evaluated for public-friendliness 
and are peer reviewed. To date, more than 177 archaeologists and members of the public have contributed 
content to the web pages. The project received financial support from the U.S. Department of the Interior, 
Bureau of Reclamation.

With more than 7,100 
members, SAA represents professional, student, and avocational archaeologists working in a variety of 
settings including government agencies, colleges and universities, museums, and the private sector.
